a. Have accumulated approved sea going service on the preceding five years of not less than 12 months; OR
b. Have accumulated approved sea going service on the preceding six months of not less than 3 months.

1. The course will be delivered upon the minimum number of intakes is met. If the minimum number of intake for this course is not met, the course may be deferred or cancelled.
