ABSTRACT:

This doctoral study examines Indigenous Fijian Kuta weaving practices in Macuata as
culturally embedded sites of mathematical knowledge, pedagogy, and assessment.
Framed within ethnomathematics, Indigenous epistemologies, and situated learning
theory.

A qualitative ethnographic design informed by the philosophy of the Fijian Vanua
Research was adopted as appropriate for the study. Data were collected, and later
triangulation, from participant observation, veitalanoa, and in depth interviews with
expert and novice weavers.

The findings demonstrate that:

Kuta weaving incorporates rich mathematical concepts, including, in contemporary
vocabulary, measurement, geometry, spatial reasoning, patterning, proportionality,
and computational thinking.

Teaching, learning, and assessment are enacted holistically through mentorship
(veituberi), observation, guided practice, and continuous formative feedback,
emphasizing communal responsibility and mastery rather than standardized
evaluation.

The study proposes an Indigenous Kuta Weaving—informed pedagogical and
assessment framework for primary mathematics education. It contributes to Indigenous

This study examines the theoretical foundations of the Fiji National University (FNU)
teacher education program, formed in 2010 through the merger of Lautoka Teachers
College and Fiji College of Advanced Education. Although considered a milestone,
the transition lacked critical theoretical guidance, contributing to ongoing concerns
about teacher education quality and preparation in Fiji. The first objective explored the
historical, social, and cultural development of teacher education in Fiji through literature
review, interviews, talanoa, and empirical data. Findings highlighted the factors shaping
teacher education and their implications for FNU. The second objective developed
a culturally grounded framework based on Indigenous Fijian knowledge using an
Indigenous research paradigm aimed at decolonising Pacific research methodologies.
The study’s key outcome was the creation of the Yavutu framework, developed through
ethnographic research across three teacher education institutions. Yavutu offers
a holistic, inclusive, and adaptable model for teacher education that reflects Fiji's
multiracial society and responds effectively to contemporary educational challenges.
